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A brief history of
St. John's House

St. John's House is a Grade 1 listed
building where Jane Austen is said to have
danced!

A chapel dedicated to St. Mary was built
in 1332, part of which still survives in the
building. The main structure of St. John’s
House was added on to the western side
of St. John’s Hospital in the 14th Century.

In the late 18th Century the first floor of
St. John’s House was dramatically altered
when the roof was raised by about 7 feet,
and the interior completely refurbished to
provide an elegant Assembly Room where
the wealthy citizens of the day attended
balls, dinners and concerts by prominent
musicians including Niccolo Paganini
and Franz Liszt. Much of the original
18th Century stucco plasterwork still
remains and is a fine example of Regency
craftsmanship.
